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Site Inspection Report by Regional Office, Ranchi for proposal
No.FP/TH/TRANS/32955/2018

This Regional Office (RO) of the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change (MoEF&CC), Ranchi, has received a forest land diversion proposal bearing
online application number FP/JH/TRANS/32955/2018 (PARIVESH 1.0) for
diversion of 163.5868 ha of forest land in favour of M/s Power Grid for
construction of the 400 kV D/ C Patratu-Latehar Transmission Line under Latehar,
Ramgarh, and Ranchi Forest Divisions in the districts of Latehar, Ramgarh, and
Ranchi, Jharkhand.

After examination of the proposal, this Regional Office issued an EDS on
20.07.2023. In response to this office’s letter dated 20 July 2023, the State
Government resubmitted the proposal for further processing vide letter No. Van
Bhumi-05/2020-4312/ Va.Pa. dated 12.12.2025. Upon scrutiny, it was observed that
the area proposed for diversion had been revised to 126.974 ha and that violation
of the Forest (Conservation) Act had occurred. Accordingly, as per the extant rules,
the proposal has been forwarded to the Ministry (HQ) for further necessary action.
The Regional Office undertook a site inspection of the proposed diversion area to
prepare the Site Inspection Report (SIR) in accordance with Rule 10(4) of the Van
(Sanrakshan Evam Samvardhan) Rules, 2023, for consideration of the proposal by
the Ministry (HQ).

Accordingly, the team from the Regional Office, Ranchi, visited the forest area
proposed for diversion and the Degraded Forest Land (DFL) identified for raising
Compensatory Afforestation (CA) to prepare the present Site Inspection Report

(SIR).

Salient Features

The Patratu-Latehar transmission line is proposed for evacuation of power from
the Patratu generating stations, particularly the Patratu Thermal Power Station
(PVUNL), integrated within the Jharkhand power network, to the national grid
with a total installed capacity of 4000 MW (3 x 800 MW under Phase I and 2 x 800
MW under Phase II). The State of Jharkhand is expected to draw approximately
85% of the power generated from the PVUNL project. The 400 kV Patratu-Latehar
Double Circuit transmission line forms part of the planned transmission network
comprising 400 kV, 220 kV, and 132 kV transmission lines and associated
substations.

The transmission line is being constructed by Power Grid as a consultant to
Jharkhand Urja Sancharan Nigam Limited under the MoU dated 24.02.2012 with
the Jharkhand State Electricity Board on behalf of the Government of Jharkhand.
The proposal was initially submitted for diversion of 163.5868 ha (PF: 70.8118 ha
and GMJJ: 92.775 ha) of forest land. After examination, this office issued an EDS
on 20.07.2023. Upon receipt and examination of the EDS reply, it was observed that
the proposed diversion area had been revised to 126.974 ha (PF: 100.257 ha and
GMJJ: 26.717 ha). The total length of the transmission line is 110.660 km.

1. Location and Legal Status of the Forest Area

The total area involved in the transmission line project is 507.045 ha, comprising
380.071 ha of non-forest land and 126.974 ha of forest land. The transmission line
passes through three Forest Divisions/ districts of Jharkhand, with an approximate
route length of 110 km.

1. Item-wise Break-up of Forest Land Proposed for Diversion

The user agency has informed that, for the transmission line project, a total of
126.974 ha of forest land will be utilised within the designated corridor. This
includes 110.413 ha for the remaining Right of Way (RoW), 1.536 ha for tower
bases, and 15.025 ha for stringing RoW. In addition, 380.071 ha of non-forest
land falling within the corridor will also be utilised for various components of
the transmission line. The details are as follows:

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2. Whether the Proposal Involves Construction of Buildings (Including
Residential), if Yes, Details Thereof

No construction of buildings, including residential structures, is involved in
the present proposal.

3. Total Cost of the Project at Present Rates

The project cost has been indicated as approximately Rs. 20,000 lakhs in the
application.

4. Wildlife

The forest area proposed for diversion is characterised by a rich diversity of
faunal species, including elephants, hyenas, mongooses, wild boars, jungle
cats, barking deer, foxes, langurs, rhesus macaques, snakes, and various
avifaunal species. These animals are frequently reported in and around the
project area. Recently, recurring incidents of human-elephant conflict have
been reported due to the regular movement of elephant herds in the region. In
view of the presence of elephants and other wildlife, preparation and
implementation of a comprehensive Wildlife Management Plan is essential to
mitigate potential adverse impacts and disturbances arising from the proposed
project.

5. Vegetation

The alignment passing through Latehar, Ranchi, and Ramgarh Forest Divisions
is characterised by a diverse range of tree species. The dominant species include
Sal (Shorea robusta), along with fruit-bearing trees such as Mango (Mangifera
indica), medicinal species like Neem (Azadirachta indica), Acacia species,
Bamboo, Mahua (Madhuca longifolia), Chakundi (Moringa oleifera), Subabul
(Leucaena leucocephala), and Sheesham (Dalbergia sissoo). These species play a
significant role in maintaining ecological balance and supporting local
livelihoods, despite the presence of mining activities in the region. In certain
stretches, bushy vegetation is also observed along the alignment.

(a) Total Number of Trees to be Felled

As reported by the forest staff, approximately 21,400 trees will be affected
within the area proposed for diversion for the transmission line. The district-
wise distribution is as follows:

Tree felling will be limited to locations where transmission towers are to be
erected. Along the transmission line corridor, only necessary crown
cutting/ pruning of trees will be undertaken.

(b) Effect of Removal of Trees on the General Ecosystem in the Area
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The forest cover density in the region ranges between 0.4 and 0.5, and the eco-
class is classified as Class III. Removal of trees is likely to have adverse impacts
on the local ecosystem. The significant number of trees proposed to be affected
underscores the need for careful planning and implementation of adequate
mitigation measures to minimise ecological damage during execution of the
transmission line project.

6. Background Note on the Proposal
As provided in the preceding sections of the report.
7. Compensatory Afforestation (CA)

Compensatory Afforestation has been proposed over 275.65 ha of Degraded
Forest Land (DFL) in Latehar, Ranchi, and Ramgarh Forest Divisions/Districts.
The identified CA land falls across nine (9) villages. During the site visit, the
team enquired about the suitability of the identified DFL from a management
perspective. The representative of the Divisional Forest Officer stated that the
proposed DFL is generally suitable for acceptance.

(a) Suitability of Land for Compensatory Afforestation from Plantation and
Management Point of View

Most of the CA patches are covered with jhari/bushy vegetation and
agricultural land, except for certain small dense forest patches that are suitable
for plantation. The CA land at Churi in Ranchi Forest Division has
vegetation/canopy density of 0.4 or higher over approximately 13 ha of rocky
and hilly terrain. Out of the total 40 ha of Churi CA land, about 27 ha is suitable
for plantation.

The forest cover classification of the CA land indicates that the area falling
under Moderate Dense Forest (MDF), Open Forest, Non-Forest, and Water
categories is 2.00 ha, 77.00 ha, 199.00 ha, and 1.00 ha, respectively. Accordingly,
the area suitable for plantation is assessed as approximately 276.00 ha.

Due to variations in projection and resolution of image data, a minor
discrepancy exists between the software-calculated area (267.312 ha) and the
DSS-derived area (269.00 ha). The CA land area estimated using DSS is
approximately 275.135 ha (= 269 ha under detailed classification). As per field
verification and DSS analysis, the proposed CA land (about 262 ha) is largely
suitable for plantation, except for small patches of dense forest.

Field observations further indicate that most patches show signs of
anthropogenic activities, such as agricultural fields, pasture land, and scattered
kachha/pakka structures. While the land is generally fertile and suitable for
plantation, management and protection of these CA patches may pose certain
practical challenges.

During the site inspection, encroachments were observed in several CA patches.
Geospatial analysis of satellite imagery also confirmed the presence of encroachment
on the proposed CA land and indicated the existence of agricultural fields at certain
locations, which are otherwise suitable for plantation. DSS analysis further
corroborated the presence of encroachments at multiple sites. The detailed status is
provided in CA-Table 1.

The identified CA land does not have any known religious or archaeological

(c) Number and Compactness of Patches Identified for Compensatory Afforestation
The land identified for compensatory afforestation is spread across 9 CA sites/ villages
comprising 23 discrete polygons/patches. Out of the 23 CA patches, 13 patches are
less than 5 ha in extent, indicating a fragmented and non-compact configuration. The
details are as follows:

1. Whether the Proposal Involves Violation of the Van (Sanrakshan Evam
Samvardhan) Adhiniyam, 1980

Yes. The proposal involves violation of the Van (Sanrakshan Evam Samvardhan)
Adhiniyam, 1980, as construction activities, including erection of transmission towers,
were undertaken in forest areas without prior approval of the competent authority.
During the site inspection, erection of pylons and towers was observed at several
locations within Protected Forest (PF) and GM]J]J land.
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A total of 304 electric towers have been planned across PF, GM]J, and non-forest land

in the three forest divisions. The details of violations are as follows:

Regarding action taken on the violations, the Divisional Forest Officers (DFOs) of
Latehar, Ranchi, and Ramgarh Forest Divisions informed the visiting team that legal
proceedings have been initiated under Section 33 of the Indian Forest Act, 1927. A
total of eight offence reports have been registered in Latehar Forest Division, one in
Ramgarh Division, and four in Ranchi Forest Division. The supporting documents are
placed at Annexure 1-3. All cases are presently sub judice/pending before the Chief
Judicial Magistrates of Latehar, Ramgarh, and Ranchi, respectively. The DFOs further
informed that the violations were carried out clandestinely and came to the notice of
the department at a later stage. At present, no work is being carried out by the project
proponent on the proposed diversion transmission line.

2. Whether the Proposal Involves Rehabilitation of Displaced Persons

No. The proposal does not involve rehabilitation of displaced persons.

8. Utility of the Project

The proposed transmission line will facilitate reliable evacuation and distribution of
electricity to local villages and surrounding areas. It will strengthen the regional
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power infrastructure, improve power supply reliability, enhance connectivity, and
support socio-economic development. The project is also expected to contribute to
improved living standards and sustained economic growth in the region.

9. Socio-Cultural and Ecological Aspects

(@) Whether the land being diverted has any socio-cultural/religious value:
No such information has been reported.

(b) Whether any sacred grove or very old growth trees/forests exist in the areas
proposed for diversion:

None were observed during the site inspection.

(c) Whether the land under diversion forms part of any unique ecosystem:

Based on available information and field observations, the land proposed for
diversion does not form part of any recognised unique ecosystem or designated
biodiversity hotspot.

10. Situation with Respect to any Protected Area

No Protected Area has been reported along the alignment of the proposed
transmission line. However, Palamau Wildlife Sanctuary is located at an approximate
distance of 2.5 km from the transmission line alignment near the Latehar end.

11. Any Other Information Relating to the Project

The present Site Inspection Report is submitted for further necessary action.

12. Recommendation of the Inspecting Officer

Considering the strategic importance of the project for completion of the 400 kV
Patratu-Latehar Transmission Line, the proposal may be considered subject to
standard conditions along with the following specific recommendations based on site
inspection:

o The user agency shall deposit penal Net Present Value (NPV) for the forest land
(2.8776 ha) where transmission line towers have been erected without prior
approval of the competent authority, in accordance with the provisions of the
Van (Sanrakshan Evam Samvardhan) Adhiniyam, 1980.

o The project area is susceptible to soil erosion at several locations; therefore,
proper spatial planning and effective soil management measures shall be
adopted during erection of pylons and towers. A comprehensive Soil
Conservation Plan shall be prepared and implemented at the project cost.

o The area is prone to forest fires, particularly during the summer season. In view
of the presence of high-voltage transmission lines and associated tree trimming
activities, appropriate preventive and mitigation measures shall be adopted to
minimise fire hazards.

o The region supports rich biodiversity and experiences frequent elephant
movement; therefore, a dedicated Wildlife Conservation/Management Plan
shall be prepared and implemented to safeguard local fauna and their habitats.

o The user agency shall provide chain-link fencing around the tower bases in
forest areas to prevent electrocution of elephants and other wild animals. The

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concerned DFO shall inspect the sites and identify specific towers requiring
such fencing.

e Bird diverters/deflectors shall be installed on the upper conductors of the
transmission line at suitable intervals, at the cost of the user agency, to prevent
bird collisions.

o The user agency shall submit an undertaking that, in future, prior approval of
the competent authority will be obtained before undertaking any work
involving forest land, so as to avoid any fait accompli situation.

1. Tree felling shall be restricted to the bare minimum and carried out
strictly under the supervision of the State Forest Department (SFD).

2. The State Government shall initiate necessary action against the User
Agency for the construction of transmission line towers over an area of
2.8776 ha without obtaining prior approval of the competent authority,
in accordance with Sections 3A and 3B of the VSSA, 1980, and
paragraph 1.16(ii)(a), (b), and (d) of the Consolidated Guidelines issued
under the allied rules.

3. The Compensatory Afforestation (CA) sites shall be cleared of
encroachments and adequately fenced to prevent unauthorised access
prior to handover to the State Forest Department for plantation works.
Sites having dense vegetation shall be managed through crop
improvement program as per Rule 13 of the VSSA Rules, 2023.

4. As the region supports rich biodiversity and experiences frequent
elephant movement, the State Forest Department shall implement the
Site-Specific Wildlife Conservation Plan (SSWLCP) of the project, duly
approved by the Chief Wildlife Warden (CWLW), at the cost of the User
Agency.

5. The User Agency shall provide chain-link fencing around the tower bases
located in forest areas to prevent electrocution of elephants and other
wild animals.

6. Bird diverters/deflectors shall be installed on the upper conductors of
the transmission line at suitable intervals, at the cost of the User Agency,
to prevent bird collisions.
