Stage-| Forestry Clearance (FC) for diversion of 94.293 ha of forest land for Gevra
OCP has been granted by MoEF&CC, New Delhi vide letter no. 8-41/2017-FC(Vol.) dated
09.02.2024 (copy enclosed). The condition 2 (a) of the above Stage-I FC states,

‘As per the provisions of rule (13) of Van (Sanrakshan Evam Samvardhan) Rules,
2023, the Compensatory Afforestation shall be carried over non-forest land equal in extent to
the forest area proposed. The Slate shall submit relevant documents/ certificates/ maps/KML
file for suitable non-forest land so identified. The suitable non-forest land for the
compensatory afforestation shall be identified as per the extant guidelines on the matter and
approval for the same will be taken from the Ministry before going for notification as forest
under Indian Forest Act or other relevant Act.”

In compliance to the above condition, it is to bring to your kind attention that the
proposal for notification of the ACA land under Section 29 of the Indian Forest Act, 1927 is
presently under consideration with your good office.

In this context, as per the provisions of para 2.4 (4) (iv), CONSOLIDATED
GUIDELINES AND CLARIFICATIONS issued under VAN (SANRAKSHAN EVAM
SAMVARDHAN) ADHINIYAM, 1980 and VAN (SANRAKSHAN EVAM SAMVARDHAN)
RULES, 2023 (December 2023),

‘In exceptional cases as decided by the Government of India on case to case basis,

Government owned lands, where transfer of ownership of land to the Forest Department is

not possible due to legal impediments, such lands, without changing their ownership, will be
notified as Protected Forest under the Indian Forest Act, 1927 or any other local Act for the
management by the Forest Department concerned as per the prescriptions oi rP;e Working
Plan.”

- In continuation of the above, it is submitted that the proposed Accredited
Compensatory Afforestation (ACA) land identified for compliance of Condition No. 2 (a) of
Stage-| FC of Gevra OCP located at Dugga OCP, Bhatgaon Area of SECL, District Surajpur
(CG), has been acquired under the Coal Bearing Areas (Acquisition & Development) Act,
1957. As per Section 10(1) of the CBA Act, all land acquired under the Act vests absolutely
in the Central Government, and under Section 11(1), the Central Government may vest such

land or right in or over the land to a Government company.

Further, as per point no. 4 of the Government of India Order dated 28.06.1979 issued
for Bhatgaon Area under Section 11(1) of Coal Bearing Areas (Acquisition & Development)
Act, 1957 (copy enclosed), “The Company shall have no power fo transfer the land specified
in the Schedule to the said notification fo any other person without the prior approval of the
Central Government.” These provisions establish that SECL cannot transfer or mutate CBA-

acquired land in favour of any department of State Government.

Also As per the guidelines issued by MoEF&CC, New Delhi, vide letter FC-
11/158/2024-FC dated 17.12.2025, Stage-ll FC may be accorded, and notification of the ACA

land may be completed before handing over the forest land to SECL.

In view of the above, It is requested that the proposal be considered under the
“exceptional cases” provision of Para 2.4(4)(iv) of the Consolidated Guidelines (December
2023), the ACA land be notified as Protected Forest under Section 29 of the Indian Forest
Act, 1927, and the compliance of Stage-l FC for Gevra OCP (94.293 ha) be recommended
& forwarded to MoEF&CC for grant of Stage-Il approval.
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
