The following issues were discussed in the meeting of the day 

1. Regarding provision of 8A forest area for Chachadi Lift Irrigation Scheme under 

Markandeya Right Bank canal LIS Scheme. 

 

 All the members of the Forest Rights Committee were present in the meeting of the day, 

and the members of the committee from the villages of Midakanatti and Yelapatti were present. 

On this day, the Executive Engineer Karnataka Neeravari Nigam Division No. 3 Gokak office 

letter No: KNNL/GRBC/D-3/ PB-1/CLIS/2009-10 , dated: 27.01.2010.  As per the decision of the 

Gram Sabha, the matter was re-examined in the said forest meeting and the proposal for land 

acquisition of 8A forest area was discussed and it was decided that there is no obstacle to carry out 

the Chachadi Lift irrigation project as already decided in the village meeting. And according to the 

opinion of the members of the forest committee, no natives, tribals or tribals live in the said forest 

area, and those who do not live there, and the said area can acquired by the Department of KNNL 

to facilitate irrigation facilities for farmers' lands. The committee members agreed to take further 

action and there is no obstacle to handing over the above said 8 A forest land for chachadi LIS to 

facilitate the water for the farmers and the above resolution was passed on dated: 20.12.2014.
