2. Forest land wiill be handed over to the User Agency only after required

non- forest land for the project is handed over ta the User Agency.

. Compensatory afforestation shall be taken up by the Forest Department
over(l} 6.75 ha non-forest land, Khasra No. 1217, Village- Mamadev,
Tehsil- Girwa, District- Udaipur and (ii) 20.00 ha degraded forest land,
Forest Block- Kabri, Village- Jodhpuriya, Tehsil- Kurabad, District-
Udaipur of Rajasthan at the cost of the user agency. As far as possible, a
mixture of local indigenous species shall be planted and mono-cuiture of
any species may be avoided.

4. User agency shall restrict the fefiing of trees to 108" trees/minimum
numbers in the diverted forest land and the trees shali be felled under the
strict supervision of the State Foresi Department and cost of felling of
trees shall be deposited by the User Agency with the State Forest
Department.

5. No damage o the flora and fauna of the adjoining area shall be caused.

6. User Agency shall obtain Environmental Clearance as per the provisions
of the Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986, if applicable.

7. Thelayout plan of the proposal shall not be changed wnhoul prior approval
of Central Government.

8. No labour camp shall be established on the forest land.

9. Sufficient firewood. preferably the alternate fuel, shell be provided by the
User Agency to the labourer after purchasing the same from the State
Forest Department or the Forest Development Corporation or any other
legal source of alternate fuel.

. The boundary of the diverted forest land shall be suitably demarcated on

ground at the project cost, as per the directions of the cancerned

Divisional Forest Officer.

No additional or new path will be constructed inside the forest area for

transportation of construclion materiels for exscution of the project work.

The forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than that specified

in the project proposal.

. The forest land proposed to be diverted shall under no circumstances be

transferred to any other agencies, department or person without prior

approval of Govi.of india.

The User Agency shail submit the annual self compliance report in respect

of the above stated conditicns to the State Government and Integrated

Regional Office, Jaipur by the end of March every year.

. The User Agency shall comply with all the provisions of the all Acts, Rules,
Regulations, Guidelines, Hor'ble Court Order (s) and NGT Order (s)
pertaining to this project, if any, for the time being in force. as applicable
to the project. -

. Violation of any of these -conditions will amount to violation of Forest
{Conservation) Act, 1980 and action would be taken as per the MoEF&CC
Guideline F. No. 11-42/2017-FC dt 28/01/2018.

. Any other condition that the Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate
Change may stipulate from time to time in the interest of conservation,
protection and development of forests & wildiife.

Specific Conditions:

1. The User Agency shall construct 6 feet high wall along the boundary of
the NFL provided for CA and proper fencing should-be done along the
boundary of the DFL CA patch.

2. The UserAgency shall provide at ts cost required number of Solar Pumps
as given by the Forest Department for irrigating the CA plantation.

After receipt of compliance report on fulfiiment of all of the above
conditions from the State Government, proposal will be considered for
Final/Stage-il approval under Section-2 of the Forest (Censervation) Act,
1980. The User Agency shall take up the work as per the guidelines in force
and after ensuring that all necessary clearances for the entire stretch are in
place. Working permission, if any issued, shall be intimated to IRO, Jaipur.
Transfer of forest land shall not be effected itl Final/Stage-ll approval is
granted by the Central Government in this regard

Further, it may also be noted that this [n-principle/Stage- approval shall
be valid for a period of 5 years from the date of issue of this letter. In the event
of non-compliance of the above cenditions. This in - principal approval shalf
be revoked after five (05) years.
