The Bill is ex-
pected to be tabled in the state
legislature during the ongoing
budgetsession,sourcestoldthis
newspaper.TheIndianExpress
reported onFebruary 27 that a
draftoftheanti-conversionlaw
wasunderconsideration.
The Bill proposes banning

andpenalactionagainstorgan-
isations found guilty of carry-
ingoutunlawful religiouscon-
versions. Individuals found
guiltycouldfaceimprisonment
ofup tosevenyearsalongwith
a fine of up to Rs 5 lakh. Of-
fencesunder theproposed law
are non-bailable, empowering
police to register cases where
allegations of forced religious
conversionaremade.
TheBillwillbe tabledinthe

state legislature andwill come
intoforceuponpassagebyboth
Houses and theGovernor’s as-
sent. Confirming the develop-
ment,RanetoldTheIndianEx-
press: “The draft has been
approved in the cabinetmeet-
ing against the Love Jihad or
AntiConversionbillandsoona
government resolutionwould
beissuedaboutit...This isa law

against unlawful conversion
andwiththisBillnoonewillbe
abletoforciblymarryandcon-
vert Hindu girls.” Rane also
said that the draft had been
preparedkeepinginmindcon-
stitutional provisions, Su-
preme Court guidelines and
existing laws inother states.
With this decision, Maha-

rashtra joins a growing list of
statesthathaveenactedorpro-
posed laws against religious
conversions throughcoercion,
fraudor inducement.
OppositionShivSena(UBT)

MLASachinAhir,meanwhile,
questioned the intent and
scopeof thebill. “Itneeds tobe
understood that law considers
whomandinwhatcontext,and
those who talk about ‘love
jihad’ are speakingspecifically
aboutwhichcommunitiesand
whetheritisforallthecommu-
nities or just onecommunity. I
think it should be for and we
shouldspeakonitonlywhenit
is fullydraftedandstudied.”
Chief Minister Devendra

Fadnavis previously said that
thegovernmentisnotopposed

to interfaithmarriages. How-
ever,hesaid,“Wheremarriages
happen through coercion,
using false identities andwith
the objective of religious con-
version and harassment, they
need to be firmly tackled
throughanAct.”
TheBJP-ledMahayuti gov-

ernment also included a com-
mitment to bring such legisla-
tion as part of its political
messaging around alleged
casesofforcedreligiousconver-
sions,describedas“lovejihad”.

ments to itsmarriage registra-
tion law making parental
consentmandatory.

Asperestimatesbythenon-

profitPopulationFoundationof
India for2021,WestBengalhas
around3.46crorepeople inthe
21-40 bracket. In otherwords,
almost 1 in 4 people between
these ages registered for the
Bengalgovernmentscheme.
Minister of Women and

ChildDevelopmentandSocial
Welfare Shashi Panja toldThe
Indian Express that the re-
sponse to the Yuva Sathi
scheme showed that “itmeets
theexpectationsoftheyoung”.
To theOpposition’s charge

that the rush indicated the ex-
tent of unemployment in the
state, Panja said that there
shouldbeappreciationthatthe
government was extending
“some sort of assistance” to
those currently unemployed,
including those who may be
pursuinghighereducation.

“Theideaistoprovidebasic
help so that someone canpur-
chase books needed or pay en-
rolment form fees. Obviously,
the statewill be taking initiat-
ives to generatemore jobs, but
thosemaking fun of us should
know that the all-India unem-
ployment index is not very
healthyeither.Thisisaproblem
thattheentirecountryisstrug-
glingwith,” theministersaid.
That the government is

gambling big on the scheme
aheadoftheelectionsisevident
fromtheRs5,000croresetaside
forit intheBudgetforthisyear.

press: “Many applicants had
joint accounts, while for this
scheme, the beneficiaries
needed accounts to be in their
name. Every day, we handled
10-12 applications per counter
fornewaccounts.”
Oneof thosewhohas regis-

teredfortheYuvaSathischeme
is Anshu Jaiswal, 24. He regis-
tered at a camp in the Shyam-
pukarAssemblyseat, adaybe-
foretheregistrationwastoend.
TheBComgraduatesaidhe

didnotwanttomoveoutofBen-
galandhadbeentryingforajob
forayear.“Ihavegivensomany
interviews, applied at several
places,withno luck…With the
Yuva Sathimoney, at leastmy

bus fares and form feeswill be
covered.” Renu Singh, 21, who
hasalsoenrolledforthescheme,
said she had studied only till
Class 12 and was looking for
somework she could do from
home. “Iwant to do a stitching
orabeauticiancourse, and this
moneywillhelppayfor it.”
Theapplicantsneedtobeat

least Class 10 pass, with the
monthly stipend to continue
for amaximumperiod of five
years,unless theygeta jobear-
lier.Beneficiariesofotherstate
government schemes such as
LakshmiBhandarandKrishak
Bandhudonotqualify.
JhumurChatterjee, whose

sonRonitChatterjee,22,apara-
medicalstudent,enrolledforthe
schemesaid shewasnot a sup-
porter of “such doles”. “It is
better if funds are used for
healthcareoreducation,ormore
industries are brought to the
state.Whatever the amount, it
will make youth dependent
fromayoungage.Butmysonin-
sisted(onenrolment),”shesaid.

WITH BIHAR Chief Minister
Nitish Kumar announcing he
will move to the Rajya Sabha,
theBJPhas finally stamped its
authoritywithintheNDAinthe
state.Ajuniorpartnerintheal-
liancefordecades, theBJPwill
for the first time have its own
CMinthestate.Kumar’sexit—
the JD(U) haswon fewer seats
than theBJP in twosuccessive
Assembly elections—alsohas
thepotentialtosignificantlyre-
alignBiharpolitics.
Theshift intheNDA’sinter-

nal balance has been years in
the making. While the
Vajpayee-Advani era coalition
politicshelpedtheBJPbuildits
base inBihar, theModi erahas
seen the party nurture larger
ambitions under amore cen-
tralised ideological andorgan-
isational leadership.
Signsof the transitionwere

visible even before last year’s
Assemblyelections.TheJD(U)
agreed to contest an equal
numberofseatswiththeBJP—
historically it had contested
more—concededasubstantial
share to theLJP (RamVilas) of
Chirag Paswan, and after the
governmentwas formed, gave
up the state Home portfolio
thatNitishhadalwaysretained.
Yet, as the principal pole of

politics in Bihar now, the BJP
faceschallengesofitsown:pro-
ducing a credible local leader-
ship capable of fillingNitish’s
large boots and expanding its
social base beyond its tradi-
tional support among upper
castes,Banias, andasectionof
OBCs.

Coalitioncompulsion
todominance
In the Vajpayee years, the

BJP’s Bihar strategy was con-
strained by theNDA’s broader
“coalition dharma”. Regional
partiesbornofMandalpolitics
—fromtheJD(U)inBihartoits
variants elsewhere — pos-
sessed both ideological veto
power and seat-sharing lever-
age.TheBJPneededtheirback-
ward-caste anchors to counter
the Congress and regional so-
cialjusticepartiesandtherefore
accepted a junior or co-equal
role.
TheModieraalteredthathi-

erarchyacrosstheHindiheart-
land. A sharper Hindutva na-
tionalism, combined with
welfare delivery and leader-
ship-centricmessaging,began
cutting across sub-caste
boundaries. This allowed the
BJP toovershadowor subordi-

nate allies in states such as
Uttar Pradesh, Maharashtra,
Karnataka,andHaryana.
In Bihar too, the party’s

long-term objective shifted
from being a reliable junior
partner to becoming the al-
liance’shegemonicpole:retain
regionalallieswhenuseful,but
ensure the BJP’s vote base, or-
ganisation and leadership
bench are strong enough that
no partner can credibly
threaten it.

Slowandsteady
Throughthe2000s,theBJP

largely rodeonNitishKumar’s
political strength. In October
2005, the JD(U)-BJP alliance
endedRJDrulewithJD(U)win-
ning88seats to theBJP’s55. In
2010, the JD(U) again ledwith
115 seats while the BJP had 91,
giving thealliance 206 seats in
the 243-member Assembly.
Nitish’sgovernanceimageand
Kurmi-centredbackwardcaste
base defined the coalition,
while the BJP brought upper-
caste,urban,andtradervotes.
Theinflectioncamein2014

when Nitish broke with the
NDAoverNarendraModi and
contested the Lok Sabha elec-
tionswith the CPI. The JD(U)-
CPIcombinewonjusttwoofBi-
har’s 40 seats with about 16%
voteshare.Incontrast,theBJP-
led NDA swept 31 seats, with
the BJP alonewinning 22 and
securingnearly30%voteshare.
The2015Assemblyelection

became the clearest test of the
BJP’s independent strength.
Fighting without JD(U), the
BJP-ledNDAwas defeated by
theMahagathbandhan.Yet,the
BJP emerged as the single-lar-
gest party by vote share, regis-
terin 24.4% vote share and a
tallyof53seats,comparedwith
RJD’s 18.4%andJD(U)’s 16.8%.
That demonstrated the BJP’s
independentpullbutalsoitsin-
ability to assemble a winning
social coalitionon itsown.
WhenNitishreturnedtothe

NDA in 2017, the BJP stopped
deferring. In the 2020Assem-
bly polls, it overtook the JD(U)
within the ruling alliance: the

BJP won 74 seats and 19.46%
vote share against JD(U)’s 43
seatsand15.39%,thoughNitish
remainedtheCM.
The shift was aided byChi-

ragPaswan-ledLJPcontesting
separately and fielding candi-
dates only against the JD(U).
Many in the JD(U) believe this
was done with the BJP’s tacit
support to cut Nitish down to
size.
Theepisodeeventuallytrig-

geredanothersplitintheNDA,
with Kumar returning to the
RJD-ledalliancebefore rejoin-
ing the BJP ahead of the Lok
Sabha elections amid specula-
tion about his health and the
futureofhisparty.
By 2025, the political logic

had become clear. The NDA
swept 202 seats, with the BJP
winning 89 and JD(U) 85. Yet
the BJP — not the JD(U) —
emergedas thealliance’spivot
for leadership decisions and
cabinet formation.Forthefirst
time, thestateHomeportfolio,
longretainedbyNitishKumar,
went to theBJP.

Organisation,
outreach,and limits
The BJP’s rise has been

driven not only by alliance
politics but also by deliberate
organisational expansion and
social outreach. Over the past
decade,thepartyhasworkedto
graft non-YadavOBCs andEx-
tremely Backward Classes
(EBCs) onto its traditional
upper-caste base through tar-
geted ticket distribution and
leadershippromotion.InBihar,
this has meant elevating
leaderssuchasSamratChaud-
hary(Koeri/Kushwaha)andNi-
tyanandRai (Yadav).
At the same time, the party

built a formidable organisa-
tional network under Amit
Shah, expanding booth-level
structures,deployingfull-time
pracharaks,andrunninginten-
sive rural campaigns. Com-
bined with the financial and
media advantages of being in
power at the Centre, this has
giventheBJPresourcesthatre-
gional parties such as JD(U)
andRJDstruggle tomatch.
Yet, the BJP’s Bihar

numbers also reveal its limits.
The party has yet to produce a
leader who commands the
kind of cross-caste appeal that
Nitish once did. Many of its
prominent OBC faces are im-
portsfromsocial justiceparties
rather than leaders groomed
within the BJP’s ideological
ecosystem.
