They carried out drilling in the area and
recommended further work in these two blocks. The state government requested to
take up G.3 level of exploration by GSI| in 09 identified ore blocks vide letter
No.CL232 MMM20115 dated 23.06.2015. It was communicated by MOM dated
17.07.2014 to take up the matter of 09 number of Iron Ore Blocks in Bellary district for
the grant of ML/prospecting/License cum ML in accordance with provision in MMDR
Act 2015.

Shri Hemantha Kumar, Dy. Director General (Rtd.), State Unit: K&G conveyed
to take up five numbers of notified Iron Ore Blocks (4B/C116 MMM 2003,
13/1&CB/116 MMM 2003, 13/1 & 6A C116 MMM 2003) namely Kumaraswamy,
Ramanadurga North and Ramanadurga South Block for field season 2016-17.

These two blocks (Ramanadurga North & South) though remains in Reserve
Forest were taken up for exploration as per the approved programme of CGPB in the
month of February, 2016. You are requested to expedite the process of permission to
carry out exploration in Ramanadurga North and Ramanadurga South.
