Whereas, the Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Thane, vide its letter referred at sr. no.3
above, has submitted a proposal to the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur, which has been received from M/s Reliance JIO Infocomm
Limited, 3rd Floor, Makers Chamber, 1V, 222, Nariman Point, Mumbai-21 for diversion of
0.6229 ha. for laying underground Optical Fibre Cable from Bhiwandi to Nashik (Along NH-03)
in Thane district;

Whereas, pursuant to the directives issued by the Government of India vide their letter
dated 08/04/2009 and subsequent directives issued by Government of Maharashtra’s letter
Dated 04/12/2009 empowering Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest Force),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur to grant permission for laying down of underground Optical Fibre
Cable within the existing diverted road width, the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head
of Forest Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur has granted in-principle approval for diversion of
0.6229 ha. for laying underground Optical Fibre Cable from Bhiwandi to Nashik (Along NH-03)
in Thane district, vide its letter referred at Sr.No.4 above to the proposal submitted by Chief
Conservator of Forests (T.), Thane vide his letter referred at Sr.No-3. The said approval is
subject to fulfilment of certain conditions by the User Agency mentioned in its letter dated
08/01/2016;
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AND whereas, the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest Force),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur vide letter referred at sr. no. 5 above has submitted compliance of
those conditions to the State Government,

NOW, therefore, Government of Maharashtra hereby directs that the forest land area of
0.6229 ha. of forest land more specifically described in the proposal submitted vide letter
mentioned at sr. no.-4 here in above from Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of
Forest Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur and as per details given in the Schedule given
below, be diverted to the User Agency, i. e. M/s Reliance JIO Infocomm Limited, 3rd Floor,
Makas Chamber, Makers Chamber, IV, 222, Nariman Point, Mumbai-21 for laying
underground Optical Fibre Cable from Bhiwandi to Nashik (Along NH-03). The diversion shall
be effected subject to the terms and conditions mentioned in the letters dated 08/01/2016 of
Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur.
This approval for diversion of forest land is also subject to compliance of following conditions
by the User Agency-

1. The User Agency shall comply with all the conditions stipulated in the in-principle
approval letter of Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest Force),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur, referred above. The Chief Conservator of Forests
(Territorial), Thane shall ensure the strict compliance of the conditions by the User
Agency. CCF will furnish the report in this regard to Additional Principal Chief

Conservator of Forests and Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, Nagpur from time to time.

2. Non-compliance of any of the conditions mentioned in Principal Chief Conservator of
Forests (Head of Forest Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur letter dated 08/01/2016, in
this order and Rules and Guidelines made / issued under Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980, shall amount to violation of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 and action would be

taken accordingly.

3. In case of non-compliance of any of the above conditions, the concerned Chief
Conservator of Forests / Deputy Conservator of Forests shall report through the State
Government to Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Government of India,
Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change, Nagpur as per procedure laid down
in the clause 1.9 of guidelines on 25/10/1992 under the Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980.
