The Forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the
project.

The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.4005 Ha. of
Forest Land as per latest guidelines of Government of India.

The User Agency will defray the additional/ revised cost of Net Present Value as
per latest guidelines of Government of India.

Permission of Hon’ble High Court, Bombay/ National Green Tribunal shall be
obtained for implementing the project in Mangrove areas as per Bombay High
Court order, dated 27/01/2010 in PIL No.87/2006.

The User Agency will obtain the Environmental Clearance from competent
authority, if required.

Provision of all relevant Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable
to the project shall have to be strictly followed.

All necessary approvals required for the project as per prevailing laws of the land
would be obtained by the User Agency before statutory sanction.

Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

14)The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfilment of

be effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T), Thane.
