Sir,

Please refer to the above cited subject and letters seeking prior approval of the Ceniral
Government for diversion of forest land for non-forestry purpose in accordance with section 2
of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.

2 After careful examination of the proposal of the State Government, “in-principle”
approval is hereby conveyed for diversion of 1.112 hectares cf forest land for the above
mentioned project subject to the following conditions:

1. Cost of compensatory afforestation as per scheme mayv be realized from the user
agency;
2. Net Present Value (NPV) of the for=st land being diverted for non-forestrv purpose

may be realized from the user agenzy, as per Ministry's directions issued vide letters
No. 5-3/2007-FC dated 5th February 2009 and Hon'ble Suprzme Court of India’s
Order dated 30th October 2002, 28th March. 2008. 24th April, 2008 and 2th May
2008;

a8 As per the orders of the Government of India vide letter No. 5-2/2010-CAMPA
24.06.2011. the Net Present Value (NPV) of the forest land and all other CA levies
shall be deposited through web portal of Ministry of Environment. Forest and Climate
Change http://forestsclearance.nic..n or http:/ /efclearance.nic.in.

4. Proper KML file of the CA sites.

3. The following conditions shall also be complied with after the final approval is accorded:

1) Legal status of the forest land will remain unchanged;

1i) The trees should be felled under strict supervision of the State Forest Department:

1) The forest land will not be used fcr any other purpose than that mentioned in the
proposal;

1v) The forest land proposed to be diverted shall under no circumstances be iransierred
to any other agency, department, or person without approval of the Ceniral
Government;

V) The layout plan of the proposal szall not be changed without the prior approval of
the Central Government;

vi) The user agency shall raise strip plantation on both sides and central verge of the
road at the project cost as per IRC specifications with maintenance of seven to ten
years;

vii) No damage will be done to the adjcining forest land;

viii)  No labour camp shall be established on the forest land;
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above,

The user agency shall pay additional amount of NPV as and when increased on the
order of Hon'ole Supreme Court

The user agency shall carry out muck disposal at pre-designated sites in such a
manner so as to avoid its rolling cown and should be taken up as per the scheme
approved by the Forest Department;

The required soil conservation measures should be taken up by the user agency for
which fund should be provided as per the current rate of works;

The User Agency shall provide firewood preferably alternate fuels to the labourers
and the staff working at the site 50 as to avoid any damage and pressure on the
nearby forest areas:

The boundary of the forest land being diverted shall be demarcated on ground

at the project cost. using four feet high RCC pillars, each pillar inscribed with the
serial number, GPS coordinates, fcrward and backward bearings and distance from
pillar tc pillar etc.;

The User Agency shall ensure that because of this project, no damage is caused to
the flora and the wildlife available in the area;

The user agency will assist the State Government in conservation and preservation of

flora and fauna of the area in accordance with the plan prepared by the Chief Wildlife
Varden of the State.

Anv otker condition that this Rzegienal Office may stipulate, from time to time, in the
interest of conservation, protection and development of forests & wildlife;

The User agency shall submit the annual self compliance report in respect of the
above conditions to the State Government and to the concerned Regional Office of the
Ministry regularly:

It will be the responsibilityv of tae State Government/User Agency to obtain all other
prior approvals/clearances uncer all other relevant Acts/Rules/ Court’s
Rulings /instructions. etc., including environmental clearance, as applicable to this
proposal;

After receipt of the compliance report on fulfillment of the conditions under para-2
the proposal shall be considered for the final approval under Section-2 of the Forest

{Conservation) Act, 1980. The use of forest land will not be allowed till final approval is
accorded and environmental clearance, if any applicable, is obtained.
