Executive Engineer, Engineering Division, Mumbai Metropolitan Region
Development Authority, Bandra-Kurla Complex, Bandra (East), Mumbai has submitted a
proposal for diversion of 0.8325 Ha. of Mangrove land not notified as Protected Forest
under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for construction of Link Road from NH-4
(Mumbai-Pune Road) to Katai Junction in Village Desai, Tal.& Dist.Thane, to the State
Forest Department. After careful scrutiny of the proposal, granting of in-principle

approval to the aforesaid project is under consideration of the State Government.

Resolution:-

In exercise of powers delegated to the State Government, vide Ministry of
Environment, Forests & Climate Change, Government of India, New Delhi’'s order
F.N0.11-9/98-FC, dated 13/02/2014 and dated 21/08/2014, Government of Maharashtra

is pleased to grant in-principle approval to the diversion of 0.8325 Ha. Mangrove land

not notified as Protected Forest under section 2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980,
as per the proposal submitted by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests &
Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, vide his letter no. Desk-17/NC/II/I.D.-
12616/(63)/500/2018-19, dated 04/06/2018 for construction of Link Road from NH-4
(Mumbai-Pune Road) to Katai Junction in Village Desai, Tal.& Dist.Thane. The details

This in-principle approval is issued subject to the following conditions:-

The legal status of the land will remain unchanged.

Compensatory Afforestation will be raised at the cost of the User Agency on 1.00
Ha. degraded forest land made available by the Forest Department.

The Forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the
project.

The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.8325 Ha. of
Forest Land as per latest guidelines of Government of India.

The User Agency will defray the additional/ revised cost of Net Present Value as
per latest guidelines of Government of India.

Permission of Hon’ble High Court, Bombay/ National Green Tribunal shall be
obtained for implementing the project in Mangrove areas as per Bombay High
Court order, dated 27/01/2010 in PIL No.87/2006.

The User Agency will obtain the Environmental Clearance from competent
authority, if required.

The User Agency shall obtain permission from Competent Authority under CRZ
Notification, if required.

The User Agency will defray the cost of removal of 07 trees in the area. However,
only the required and minimum number of trees will be felled. In situations where
felling of trees is avoidable and such trees could be transplanted, all efforts to
transplant such trees at a pre designated site will be taken and additional
expenditure, if any, in such cases shall be at the cost of the User Agency.

10) No additional or new path will be constructed inside the forest area for

transportation of construction materials for the execution of the project work.

11) All Vehicles of Forest Department will not be charged Toll Tax while using this

road.

12)The User Agency shall plant and maintain 20 indigenous forest tree species on

the diverted forest land to maintain the green cover at the cost of Project Agency.
Plantation site for the purpose will be identified by the State Forest Department
i.e Deputy Conservator of Forests, Thane (Preferably within or in the surrounding
area of the project).
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13) The User Agency in consultation with the State Government shall create and
maintain an alternate Habitat/ Home for the avifauna, whoose nesting tress are to
be cleared in this project. Bird's nest artificially made out of eco-friendly material
shall be used in the area, including forest area and human settlements, adjoining
the forest area being diverted for the project.

14) Additional diversion of Forest Land for extension/ strengthening of such road
shall not be permitted within next five years.

15) Provision of all relevant Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable
to the project shall have to be strictly followed.

16) This in-principle approval is also subject to the terms and conditions mentioned
in the Government of India’s letter referred to here-in-above is binding on User
Agency.

17) All the conditions stipulated by the Forest Department shall be binding on the
User Agency.

18) No work should be started on the proposed forest land without prior permission
of the Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Thane.

19)Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

20) The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfillment of
the above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land shall
be effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T), Thane.
