Preamble -
M/s. Reliance JIO Infocomm Ltd, Mumbai has submitted a proposal for Diversion of

0.975 Ha. Reserved Forest land for construction of underground Optical Fiber Cable passing
within the existing ROW of Shahada to Dhadgaon PWD Road (MSH-1) in Nandurbar district to
the State Forest Department. Government of Maharashtra, vide its Government Order referred at
Sr.No.2 above has granted ‘in-principle’ approval to that proposal. After complying with the
conditions laid down in the order of 'in-principle’ approval, it was under consideration of the
Government to grant ‘formal approval' to the above diversion.

Resolution -
1. In exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments, vide Government of India’s

order no. F.N0.11-9/98-FC, dated 16/10/2000 and 07/09/2015, Government of Maharashtra has
granted 'in-principle’ approval under Section-2 (ii) of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for
diversion of 0.975 Ha. Reserved Forest land in favour of M/s. Reliance JIO Infocomm Ltd,
Mumbai for construction of underground Optical Fiber Cable passing within the existing ROW
of Shahada to Dhadgaon PWD Road (MSH-1) in Nandurbar district, vide it's Order referred at
Sr.No.2 above to the proposal submitted by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests &
Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, Nagpur, vide his letter at reference Sr.No-labove.
2. Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State,
Nagpur, vide his letter referred at Sr.No.3 has submitted the compliance report of the conditions
mentioned in 'in-principle’ approval resolution. After careful consideration of the compliance

report and in exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments, vide Government of India’s
orders mentioned hereinabove, This Government is pleased to grant ‘formal approval' to the
diversion of 0.975 Ha. Reserved Forest land under Section 2 (ii) of the Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980, for construction of underground Optical Fiber Cable passing within the existing ROW of
Shahada to Dhadgaon PWD Road (MSH-1) in Nandurbar district as per the proposal submitted
by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State,
Nagpur’s letter No. Desk-17/NC/I1/ID-12598/(30)/248/2018-19, dated 27/04/2018. The details
are as given below:-

3. This ‘formal’ approval is issued subject to the following conditions-

1) The legal status of the land shall remain unchanged.

2) The Compensatory Afforestation will be raised on 2.00 Ha. of degraded forest land at
forest Compt. No0.587 of Dudhkheda beat in Shahada Range, Tal-Shahada, Dist-
Nandurbar at the cost of Project Authority.

3) The Optical Fiber Cable Line will be laid within maximum size of the trench of 1.00
meters depth & 0.45 meter width with cable line under the PVC pipeline.

4) The land under project will reclaimed by the User Agency for which the agency shall
submit a bank guarantee at the rate of Rs.50/- per running meter and an undertaking to
that effect shall also be submitted. If the agency fails to reclaim the land to the satisfaction
of Deputy Conservator of Forests concerned, the cost for reclamation will be covered
from the bank guarantee.

5) If the cable is going to be laid in the formation width of the road, then additional charges
in form of bank guarantee shall be given at the rate of Rs.35/- per running meter.
Similarly for reclamation of side drain and for tarred portion, the guarantee will be at the
of Rs.300/- per meter and Rs.750/- per meter respectively. An undertaking shall be
obtained from the User Agency that it has agreed to make good any loss to Forest/
Environment while laying the cable in the forest area and during maintenance of the same
in future.

6) For further maintenance of the project, the agency shall obtain permission from the
concerned Deputy Conservator of Forests as and when required.

7) The forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the proposal.

8) No felling of trees shall done during the implementation of project.
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9) No new forest area beyond the Right of Way of existing road should be broken for laying
Optical Fiber Cable.

10) The Chief Conservator of Forest (T), Dhule shall report the details of amount recovered
from the Project Authority towards the cost of Compensatory Afforestation at prevalent
rate and all other cost required as per the rules in due course of time.

11) This sanction is subject to the final clearance by the Department of Information &
Technology for the project and Shahada to Dhadgaon PWD Road.

12) The User Agency will make good the land after use/ maintenance.

13) All the amount received from the User Agency under the project shall be transferred to
the CAMPA and compliance will be reported to this office.

14) The User Agency will obtain Environment Clearance, if required.

15) Any other conditions stipulated by Government time to time will be binding to User
Agency.

16) Provisions of all Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable to the project
shall have to be strictly followed.

17) This sanction is granted subject to the compliance of the conditions mentioned in
Government of India’s letters mentioned in Para-1 and conditions mentioned in the order
of in-principle approval by the User Agency and it is mandatory for the User Agency to
comply all these conditions.

18) Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

19) The actual diversion of forest land shall be effected by the Chief Conservator of Forests
(T), Dhule after compliance of all the conditions by the User Agency.

20) The User Agency shall comply with all the conditions stipulated in the 'in-principle’ and
‘formal approval' letters of Government Orders of Government of Maharashtra. The Chief
Conservator of Forests (Territorial), Dhule shall ensure the strict compliance of the
conditions by the User Agency and he will furnish the report in this regard to Additional
Principal Chief Conservator of Forests and Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, Nagpur
from time to time.

21) Non-compliance of any of the conditions mentioned in this order and Rules and
Guidelines made / issued under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, shall amount to
violation of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 and action would be taken accordingly. In
case of non-compliance of any of the above conditions, the concerned Chief Conservator
of Forests / Deputy Conservator of Forests shall report through the State Government to
Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Central), Ministry of Environment,
Forests & Climate Change, Government of India, Regional Office (WCZ), Ground Floor,
East Wing, New Secretariat Building, Civil lines, Nagpur as per procedure laid down in
the clause 1.9 of guidelines on 25/10/1992 under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.

4. Heads of Local Bodies, Panchayats and Municipal Bodies in addition to the
relevant offices of the Government are hereby directed to display the same on their notice
board for 30 days from the date of receipt for the information of general public.
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
