1. As violation has been reported in the extant proposal, therefore 

clarification/documents/justifications on the following point may be provided/uploaded:  

i) The Action Taken Report against the violators as per Para 1.21 (i) and/ or (ii) of FCA 

Guidelines may submitted/ uploaded in the portal.  

ii) Action taken by the State Government against the officials concerned for not being able to 

prevent the use of forest land for non-forestry purpose without prior approval of Govt. of 

India.  

iii) State Govt. may provide the present status of the violation whether the work is continuing or 

halted. 

2. Layout Plan and KML file showing all the components(Forest land/Non-forest land/Violated part) 

with distinct colours duly authenticated by the concerned DFO is required to be submitted and 

the same shall be uploaded on the PARIVESH portal as well. 

3. Layout plan showing chain-age wise length and width of forest and non-forest land and dumping 

site with distinct colours may be provided/uploaded. 

4. Administrative approval of the proposed project is required to be submitted/uploaded. 

5. Respective area of UPF and DPF shall be mentioned in Part II. Needful in this regards may be 

done. 

6. i) The dumpings sites has been proposed in forest land. Therefore, the State Govt. may explore 

non-forest land for dumping. If necessarily the dumping sites are to be proposed in the forest land, 

then the area involved in the dumping sites must be reduced. Accordingly, the proposal may be 

revised. 

ii) The requirement of dumping sites at all for an already constructed road may be submitted. 

7. Separate enumeration list of trees standing at the dumping sites is required to submitted/uploaded. 

8. i) As per DSS the distance of the proposed diversion area from Shri Naina Devi Ji is 18.73 km, 

however, as per State Govt. the distance is 25 km. The variation observed in distance may be 

clarified. 
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ii) As per DSS, the nearest PA from proposed DA is Shri Naina Devi Ji WLS and Bandli WLS. 

Therefore, exact aerial distance of the proposed diversion area form the notified ESZ of above 

mentioned PAs may be provided. 

9. CA scheme of 624 plants is required to be submitted. 

10. There is mismatch in polygon provided for CA in toposheet and Geo-referenced map. Needful 

corrections in this regards may be done. 

11. CA scheme provided shall be as per format mentioned in Handbook of FCA Guidelines. 

12. Legal status of CA land and Diversion Area, whether it is forest land as per IFA 1927 under the 

control of State Forest Department or it is a waste land declared as protected forest under 1952 

notification of HP Government, may be clarified. 

13. Muck Management Plan shall be countersigned by the concerned DFO. 

14. As per DSS analysis, the proposed diversion area is falling under Very Dense Forest. Therefore, 

the density of the Eco-Class V shall be revised from open to very dense forest and accordingly 

NPV/Penal NPV calculation bill shall be revised. 

15. As per DSS, the proposed CA area covering Moderate Dense Forest. Therefore, CA area may be 

revised and accordingly the documents related to it may also be revised. 

16. The proposed DA is 0.3122 ha while the calculated area for diversion as per DSS is 2.69 ha. 

Necessary rectification in KML file may be done.
