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1. Inreply to point No. 02, VLC proceeding of village Bamyjwart is still not corrected as the
name of village Nakheri mentioned in para-3. Furhter, it is seen from the para-B-2.3 of
part-I that the forest land proposed for diversion is falls within jurisdiction of Bamjwari
and Poth villages. State Govt. may submit/ upload the VLC meeting proceedings of both
villages.

On perusal of KML file, it seems that village is already connected. State Govt. may
submit the justification of the proposed road.
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
