Sub: Proposal for diversion of 69.555 ha. of forest land for construction of 

Chhitakhudri Medium Irrigation Project, in favour of Water Resources 

Department, under forest division and district Mandla West and Jabalpur of 

Madhya Pradesh State (Online proposal no. FP/MP/IRRIG/29684/2017). -reg., 

Sir, 

I am directed to refer to the Addl. Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Land 

Management) and Nodal Officer, the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, Government of 

Madhya Pradesh's letter No. F-3/83/2017/10-11./ 9/3656 dated 30th November, 2018 on 

the above mentioned subject seeking prior approval of the Central Government in 

accordance with Section-2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980. After preliminary 

scrutiny of the proposal the Ministry revealed the following shortcomings: 

(i) The State Government / User Agency have not submitted a copy of approved 

Catchment Area Treatment (CAT) Plan with the estimated cost of the plan. 

(ii) The KML file of CA sites comprising an area of 69.555 ha. has not been given. 

(iii) Discrepancy is observed in the tree enumeration data provided by the State 

Government in physical files and as available on the Forest Clearance web portal. 

(iv) The purpose wise breakup of the forest land proposal for diversion has not been 

given. 

(v) The user agency has not submitted undertakings to bear the cost of CA & NPV. 

(vi) The State Govt./user agency has not submitted an approved Land Use plan. 

(vii) The State Govt. / User Agency has not submitted a copy of Cost Benefit Analysis 

Report as per the Ministry's guideline dated 01.08.2017. 

(viii) The user agency in its part-I of form A has informed that no wildlife clearance is 

required for the instant proposal. However, the State Government has reported 

that the Rare wild life animals are seen in the area as per Latest census no. of wild 

pig - 45, Red Jungle Fowl - 30, Langur - 14, Jackal - 17, spotted Deer - 9, Peacock -

12 are seen in adjoining forest areas. Therefore the State Government is request to 
clarify whether Wildlife Clearance is required or not for the instant proposal. 

In view of the above, the State Government is requested to submit the information, 
as indicated above, to this Ministry for further consideration of the proposal.
