Proposal was discussed in the 715t  meeting of Standing Committee of National 
Board for Wildlife held on 29.12.2022 under the chairmanship of Hon'ble 
Minister of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, whereby directions 
were issued re-examination of the mitigation plan including animal passage 
plan. 

Present mitigation measures recommended by State Government and 
consented by NHAI incorporates 18 Nos of Underpasses (2 VUPs and 16 Animal 
Underpasses), 8 Nos of Box Culverts and 15 Nos of Utility Ducts in a length of 
just 8.3 Km of the Project Highway to ensure safe passage of the animals 
across the proposed NH along with other provisions such as fencing/noise 
barriers etc.

(I) ;.::. Whe considering proposalfor diversion of forest land for non-forestry use, it is 
essential that ecological and environmental losses and eco-econornic distress 
caused to the people who ar displaced are weighted against economic and social 
gains 

Whenever the fOrest land i involved in the development, projects, the cost Of 
ecosystem services and fraginentation of habitat of wildlife and economic distress 
caused to people dependent on forests and the cost of settlement of people 
dependent on forest should a!so  be added as the cost of forest diversion in addition 
to the standard project cost which would have been incurred by the user agencies

Note-2: Possession value of forest land diverted: 
The forest land diverted for the project suc1i as irrigation, hydropower, railways, roads, wind, and 

transmission lines and mining e tc are unitlely to be returned and remains in possession of the user 

- agencies. Therefore 30% of the net preseqt value (NPV) of forest land diverted or market rate of 

adjoining area in the- district should be addd as a cost component as "possession value of forest 

land" in addition to the environmental costs due to loss of forests. 
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
