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In reply to point no-1,2&3. the villages mentioned
to be benefited are already connected with the road
and the same is also visible in the KML file. The
administrative approval for the proposed road is of
the year 2014 after which, the Char Dham
Pariyojna has been implemented in the State i.e.,
in the year 2016 Therefore,reason stated for the
proposed road i.e, the proposed road will act as
bypass for Chardham road is not justified as the
Chardham road is already upgraded and there is
not need to construct a new bypass road. State
Government is requested to submit the detailed
comments on this view.
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In reply to point no-5, State Govt. has informed
that proposal with no. FP/UK/ROAD/13565/2015
has already been rejected in the past since 1269
trees were affected by the proposal. Now, the
present proposal which affects 952 trees is also not
justifiable. State Govt is requested to submit the
clarification to the observation raised in point No.5
the EDS letter dt. 08.06.2022
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In reply to point no.6, proceedings of SDLC are
still not uploaded State Government is requested to
upload the proceedings of Sub-Divisional level
Committee meeting.
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In reply to point 7, details of villages are not
mentioned at para B 2.3, which is required to be
done.
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In reply to point no. 8 CA area has inspected by
the Van Beat Officer, which was required to be
done by the DFO personally.
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In reply to point no. 13 no correction has been
made. State Govt. is requested to go through
observation raised in point No.13 of the EDS letter
dt. 08.06.2022 and do the needful.
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
