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Minutes of the meeting on 16-12-2023 convened by the Chief Principal
~Secretary to Chief Minister to review the Udupi Kasaragod Powerline
r/ﬁ Prolect

1. The meeting started at 3. 00 pm with Dr. K M Abraham Chief Principal Secretary to
Chief Mlnlster in the chair. (Llst of participants attached)

2. Chief Principal Secretary to Chief Minister (CPS) extended welcome to the attendees of
the meeting and requested Sterlite Power to flag the issues faced in the project.

1. Vice President, Sterlite Power stated that the compensatory afforestation cost and
the corresponding NPV for forest clearance of Udupi Kasaragod Powerline Project -
was already deposited with Forest department in December 2022 and necessary
permission for tree felling are awaited. He added that works are already completed
in non-forest area and clearance along the forest area is utmost important for the
timely completion of the project. He said that the forest clearance is being held
because of a confusion over double allocation of the proposed compensatory land
£3r Hill Highway and NHAI projects.

2. Conservator of Forest here clarified that the proposal for diversion of 17.073 ha of
forest land under for construction of 400 KV Quad D/c Uduppi - Kasaragode -
Transmission line Project is received by the Forest Department and Sterlite power
has already deposited the corresponding compensation and NPV. However, stage
2 clearance of getting the land mutated in favour of Forest department remains
after WhIGh only permiission for tree felling can be given. :

3. Principal Secretary, Revenue taking stock of the situation suggested that
: Conservator of Forest may co-ordinate with District Collector, Kasaragod for
settling the process of mutation. She added that Sterlite power may furnish
documents pertaining to the claims made to her office after which Revenue
department may issue directions to District Collector, Kasaragod for conditional
mutation. By the time Power Department may confirm to Revenue department, if
UKTL is a Govemment company and if not, they have to pay the land value for the

revenue land.,

4. Under Secretary, Power Department clarified that the file carrying the request for
payment exemption for Revenue land is under submission to Hon'ble Minister after
addressing his query whether any similar exemption are given in the past.

The gist of the decisions taken are as follows,

A. To furnish all the documentary proofs for the payments made by Sterlite Power till date for
UKTL project (Action — Vice President, Sterlite Power)

B. To inform Revenue department the freatment status of UKTL project with regard to
exemptlon of payment to revenue land mutated.(Action —ACS, Power Department)



C. To issue necessary directions to District Collector, Kasaragod to go ahead with mutation
of Revenue land in favour of Forest Department (Action - Prl Secretary, Revenue
Department) ‘ o

D. To co-ordinate with District Collector, Kasaragod for settling the process of mutation
(Action —Conservator of Forest)
