Query No. 1. As per information submitted by the State Government, 46.11 hact. area is under
Agricultural use. However, on the analysis of the KML file of the forest village
‘Neelgarh’ it has been observed that 63.63 hact. area is under the Agricultural use. The
area under various other land use components is also not in consonance with KML file.
(copy of DSS report enclosed). |

Reply - Out of this 63.63 hact. area 46.11 hact. area is under individual cultivation and
individual forest rights have been approved for the same. While the remaining area
is under 'Miscellaneous land use', which is being utilized for the purposes of cattle
grazing, community programs and community based agriculture. Also land use
identified as 'Vacant land' in observation of DSS cell, is part of 'Miscellaneous land
use'. No one has claim over this area of 'Miscellancous land use' and it will also be
vacated completely at the time of relocation.
Land use details of 'Neelgarh' village is provided with Annexure — I and KML files of

various land use components are also provided in CD attached with this letter.

Query No. 2. The KML file of Ratapani Wildlife Sanctuary submitted by the State Government does not
indicate the core zone of the Wildlife Sanctuary.

Reply - Whole area of Ratapani Wildlife Sanctuary is under core zone. That is why, it was
not indicated separately. KM file of Ratapani Wildlife Sanctuary or it's core zone is

provided in CD attached with this letter.
