As per land use provided in the
Mining Plan total forest area
involved in the mining lease is
211.319 ha, comprising of 75.945 ha
of PF and 135.374 ha of Revenue
Forest land, instead of 214.869 ha as
proposed for diversion. Discrepancy
in the area needs to be rectified by
the State and accordingly land use in
the Mining Plan should be amended.

Mining plan has been approved on 12th Aug
2016 with the total land for the block area of
2583.487 Ha.
