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The statement in part Il the effect that almost all
stone deposits of the Giridih Forest Division are
situated in forest areas needs to be verified and
confirmed with the concerned State Government
Department.  Further, the rationale  while
recommending the proposal regarding illegal stone
quarries also does not sufficiently justify
consideration of this proposal, without full
information and assessment on above aspects. The
case for new lease of stone quarries in forest land
in Giridih.

After several reminder as stated in the
above para no. 1 (i) (b) District Mining
Officer has also not given any reply
regarding the issue raised in para 1 (ii).

2. (i)

As reported in the component wise break-up for
land use in the proposal, 1.584 ha. of the total
proposed area of 4.856 ha. is mentioned as
‘unused”, although it is included in forest land
proposed for diversion. This anomaly/discrepancy
needs to be clarified.

The unused 1.584 ha. is only for
the first 5 years of mining Plan and this
land is required further during 6" years
onwards whose Mine Plan will be
prepared and submitted after the expiry
of Plan Period of first five years. Hence
this land is included in forest land
proposed for diversion.

The undersigned is not agree
with the statement of the U.A that after 5
year he will submit mining plan for
unused portion of 1.584 ha. while is
necessary to submit mining plan for the
whole area to be diverted for mining
purpose at the time of submitting
purpose for diversion.
