OB Management Scenario

During the coursé of mining, 221.28 MBCM Overburden (oB) would be
generated.

45.10 MBCM of the OB within the coal block area. To extract the entire
extractable coal reserve of 116.69 MT, external OB dumping is inevitable. The

Options for external OB dumping

As is evident from the location, OB dumping is not possible on three sides of the

The proposed external OB dump cannot be located towards the west_ern part of
the currently proposed area as it is coal bearing. As per the CMPDIL report, about
30% of the proposed OB dump area is coal bearing but mining in this region is
not viable/economical (Certificate issued by CMPDIL attached as Appendix-1).

With external dumping, out of 166.18 MT of geological reserves, 116.69 MT can
be extracted and in case, if no external dumping area is available, only 75 MT
can be extracted, reducing the overall extraction by 33%. Further, the coal left

will be sterilized indefinitely, which will be a substantial loss of valuable natural

resources for the country.
