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Impact area of the project (10 Km
radius ie buffer zone of project) shall
also be inspected for assessing the
presence of rare, endangered flora and
fauna, movement patters of mega
fauna, water regine, drainage pattern,
wildlife use in the area.

The impact areas of the project was inspected to
assess the presence of indicated flora and fauna in
the query and it was found that the proposed areas
and its impact zone (10Km radial distance on both
sides of the project) is devoid of rare and
endangered flora and fauna. The movement of
mega fauna is not found in the project and its
impact areas. However many other wild animals
such as dear, samba, wild pig, blue cow, Jjackal,
mongoose, peacock, jungle cat, hen, snakes and
many other birds species are found in these areas.
So far as the drainage patters is concerned, it has
been found that the 03 (three) big rivers like Hiru,
Mubhane, and Lilajan flow through these forests and
its impacts areas. Besides these 03 (three) rivers
many other small males of seas onal nature are also
lying in the impact areas.

Movement of mega wildlife in the
impact arca for the last 3 completed
financial years and for the current year
should be depicted on a map and data
be submitted.

The project and its impact areas (10Km radial
distance on both sides) are devoid of movement of
mega wildlife like Asian elephant, Leopard etc and
hence the concerned map is not being shown and
attached.

Man-animal conflict, data on human
kill/injury, cattle kiil and crop damage
in the impact area. The data may be
depicted on the map approximately.

The areas generally do not notice the kill/injury of
cither human beings or cattle, however the crops
damage by the blue cows is a regular phenomena
which is approximately depicted on the attached
. map all along the project and its impact areas.
