In reference to the above letter issued by MoEF&CC, New Delhi, the
point-wise submission by WCL is as follows:

Observation 1 : An area calculated through the KML file of Safety Zone is
found 2.144 Ha. Moreover, width of the safety zone maintained around the
d«/ 19.5 Ha approved area is found varying from 6.50 meter to 11.86 meter.
Some infrastructure is also visible through Satellite imagery within the safety
zone. This needs clarification.

Clarification : Regarding the Safety Zone issue it is to submit that the total
area earmarked for raising & maintaining safety zone all around the outer
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boundary of the 19.5 Ha forest land diverted for coal mining is 1.46 Ha i.e.
14600 sq. mtr. The corrected kml file showing 218.48 Ha Mine Leasehold
Area, 68.704 Ha forest land already diverted for underground mining, 19.5
Ha forest land diverted for opencast mining (including earmarked safety
zone of 7.5 mtr all along the outer boundary) and 14 Ha forest land proposed
for diversion in the subject FC application is hereby submitted in CD along
with the hard copy of the same (Annexure-l).

Regarding some infrastructure visible through satellite image it is
submitted that it is temporary in nature tin shed to keep the essential
instruments.

Observation 2 : The State Govt has now submitted that the safety zone is
maintained around the mining lease whereas DFO Chindwara's letter dated
11/05/2022 submitted by the State Govt mentions that the work is being
done on 14 ha forest land in compliance to the condition stipulated in FC
issued in respect of 19.50 ha for maintaining safety zone in outer periphery
of 100 mtrs. This needs clarification.

Clarification : This point is related to forest dept.

The Kanhan Area of WCL, where the subject mine is located now have
only 2 underground mines & 1 opencast in operations, the production from
Phase-| of subject mine is stopped since June’20 awaiting FC clearance for
further production. The coal from the mines of Kanhan Area directly reaching
the Sarni Thermal Power Station will continue to help the State of MP for
meeting the power demand with lesser burden on State exchequer. All these
are being done to meet the increased demand of coal for the power plants &
reduce the import of coal to help the nation become ‘ATMANIRBHAR'.
