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“After detailed discussion on various aspects of the proposal, the REC decided to

recommend the proposal and authorize DDGF(C), Regional Office, Dehradun to grant In-
principle (Stage-1) approval subject to submission of information/ document on following
point/conditions:

1. Attempt to carry out transplantation of the maximum possible number of
saplings/poles/trees of indigenous and endemic tree species -specifically of
ecologically important Oak, Buransh, and Deodar species, at the cost of the User
Agency. The Divisional Forest Officer (DFO) shall submit details of the proposed
transplantation works including species-wise number of trees and locations of
transplantation etc.

2. To carry out Assisted Natural Regeneration (ANR) of ecologically important Oak,
Buransh and Deodar species in a forest area adjoining to the proposed diversion

area. The Divisional Forest Officer (DFO) shall submit details of the proposed ANR
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works, including species-wise number of trees and locations of ANR sites.

3. The State Forest Department shall undertake additional plantation of 3,730 Oak,
690 Buransh and 130 Deodar saplings (i.e., ten times the number of Oak, Buransh
and Deodar trees proposed for felling), at the cost of the User Agency. The
plantation scheme, along with site details and locations, shall be submitted to this
office.

4. The State Government to ensure that details of the enumeration as provided shall
be updated in the PARIVESH portal as well.”
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
