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1. Three villages are to be benefited by the proposed road but in details of villages to be
benefited population of only two villages i.e, Bimvalgaon and Goldanda is mentioned.
Hence, the clarification and necessary corrections in this regard is needed to be done by
the State Govt.

On perusal of KML file, it appears that all the beneficiary villages appear 10 be
connected at point 24 as shown in the digital map. Hence, there seem to be no need to

extend the path beyond this. The concerned DFO is requested to visit the area and =
submit a detailed report based on the above fact. 5

State Govt. is requested to submit the cost benefit analysis in the prescribed format.

State Govt. is requested to submit/upload the enumeration list of trees including the
details of trees of 0-10 dia.

5. Possibility of disposing the muck in non-forest land has not been worked out
considering the fact that the proposed alignment contains 2.59 ha area of private land.
The State Govt. is requested to find suitable non-forest area for muck disposal and also

submit the separate enumeration list for the dumping sites.
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
