1. In reference to Observation No. 4, it is noted that, as per DSS, the DGPS map of the KML 
needs to be revised. The DGPS map uploaded by the State Government does not indicate 
the  latitude  and  longitude  of  the  proposed  components.  In  this  regard,  the  State 
Government is requested to upload the revised DGPS map and ensure that the latitude and 
longitude  of  all  proposed  components  are  clearly  marked  in  accordance  with  the 
corresponding KML file.

2. In reference to the observation No-5, As  per  the  DSS analysis  following clarification 
needs to be submitted, as below:-
I.  out of the total area of 10 ha, approximately 1 ha falls under the Very Dense Forest  

(VDF)  category  and  about  5  ha  falls  under  the  Moderately  Dense  Forest  (MDF) 
category.

II. Further, it has been observed that the DGPS map uploaded at S. No. 13(iii) in Part-II  
pertains to the proposed project site instead of the revised CA site. Accordingly, the 
State Government may be requested to upload the revised DGPS map of the CA site.

3. Further, clarification is required from the State Government in light of the Nodal Officer’s 
letter and the Site Suitability Certificate, as the following discrepancies/shortcomings have 
been observed:-

I. The  State  Government  may clarify  whether  the  revised  CA site  pertains  to  UPF 
Bharahtu or DPF Bharahtu.

II. As  per  the  Site  Suitability  Certificate,  justification  has  been  provided  for  UPF 
Bharahtu;  however,  it  is  also  stated  that  DPF  Bharahtu  is  suitable  for  CA  as  it 
contains scattered trees. This requires clear and unambiguous clarification.

III. The revenue records submitted pertain to DPF Bharahtu.
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IV. However, as per the CA scheme and the details furnished at S. No. 13(i), pertains to 
of UPF Bharahtu.

4. It  has  been examined that  under  Part-II,  S.  No.  13,  four  documents  pertaining  to tree 
enumeration have been uploaded, as detailed below:

I. S. No. 13(8), Part-II: List of trees proposed to be felled – 136 trees
II. S. No. 13(9), Part-II: List of trees not to be felled – 82 trees

III. S. No. 13(10), Part-II: Trees located in the muck dumping site – 23 trees

However, as per the total enumeration list uploaded at S. No. 13(11) and S. No. 4(i), Part-
II, the total number of trees proposed for felling is indicated as 241 trees, which does not 
align with the above details. In this regard, State Govt needs to mention the exact number 
of trees proposed for felling within the Diversion Area (DA), and updated the S. No. 4(i), 
Part-II, accordingly.

5. The State Government needs to submit an undertaking to the effect that no green standing 
trees  shall  be  felled  at  the  identified  dumping  sites.  It  is  also  ensure  that  adequate 
protection  measures  and  scientifically  sound  conservation  practices  are  adopted  to 
safeguard and preserve the existing tree cover at such site.
