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1. The proposal was originally uploaded in 2018. After a gap of seven years,
several aspects may have changed, such as tree felling status in the
proposed area, requirement of the road, and Compensatory Afforestation
(CA) plantation rates. State government is requested to submit the details if
there is any change in above aspect.

2. As per DSS analysis, the proposed diversion area falls within the Askot Musk
Deer Wildlife Sanctuary. Hence, clearance from the National Board for Wildlife
(NBWL) is mandatory.

3. As per DSS analysis, the proposed diversion area measures 8.38 ha instead
of 4.915 ha. Hence, Revised KML file needs to be submitted by the user
agency.

4. As per DSS analysis, the CA area includes 6.00 ha VDF and 2.00 ha MDF.
However, the User Agency/State Government has changed the CA site, but
the KML file of the revised CA area has not been uploaded.
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A proper tree enumeration list, reflecting the current field situation, shall be
submitted and uploaded in Part-Il of the proposal.

The Site Inspection Report (SIR) of the DFO, in the revised and updated
format, is required as per the present scenario.

A full KML file of the proposed diversion area (both forest and non-forest land)
Is required.

Proper alternative alignments along different routes shall be explored by the
User Agency in consultation with the DFO, along with a comparative
statement and corresponding KML files.

As per the justification note, 1914 people are stated to benefit from the
proposed road. However, DSS/KML/Google imagery indicates that the
beneficiary villages have only a few houses. In this regard, the DFO shall
inspect the area and submit a factual report on the actual number of
beneficiaries and the necessity of the proposed road.
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
