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1. In reply to point no. 1, a comparative chart has been submitted. On perusal of the same, it is
observed that both locations are on reserve forest land which does not serve the purpose.
The State Government is requested to explore alternative in civil land or non-forest land.

2. In reply to point no. 2, submitted wildlife mitigation plan does not point out the adverse
impacts of the project on wildlife nor does it try to address the adverse impacts. The item
wise list for expenditure suggested in the mitigation plan does not seem to address the
concerns. Hence, proper mitigation plan in accordance with Ministry's guidelines dated
16.01.2023 which identifies the adverse impacts of the project on wildlife and appropriate
mitigation measures to address the adverse impacts is required to be submitted.
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
