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1- At present the village ‘Tilari’ and ‘Sera’ are already connected with the existing routes.
Village ‘Dubtad’ is not connected with any route. The contention that the construction of
route from ‘Tilari’ to ‘Sera” will reduce the distance between the villages ‘Lakhtigaon’ &
’Sera” with Chaubati, Muvani and Didihat does not seem to be justifiable. Further, the toks
which are proposed to be connected have scattered and a very few households.

Therefore, the State Government is requested to restrict the proposal from ‘Tilari’ to
‘Dubtad’ as it will help to reduce the requirement of the forest area and submit the same to
this office.
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
