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On the perusal of the KML file it is observed that the names of the villages are not
marked on the KML file. In total 11 polygons of beneficiary villages are marked. Out of the 11
polygons, 6 polygons are already connected, whereas 5 polygons are not connected with the
existing road network. Thus, the proposal is not clear. Therefore, it is decided to discuss the
proposal in the upcoming FRCM with regards to the following:

i) Justification for providing connectivity to the villages already connected.

i} Details of the villages already connected and the villages yet to be connected.

iii) Revision of the KML file with marking of the proposed villages.
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
