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1. In reply to point 5, neither location of villages nor existing road network shows in KML
file. On perused of KML file, it appears that no villages are connecting with the road.
Hence, the requirement of road is not justified by the state govt. Hence, the state govi. may
mark all the 6 habitation as mentioned to be benefitted in KML file and justify the
requirement of road in view of population to be benefitted.
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
