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1- In reply to point No. 01, State Government forwarded the letter of DFO, wherein DFO
submitted that area has been visited by him and found suitable for plantation. Further, it
has also been state that the tree counting in the area will take time. The contention of
DFO that the density is less than 0.4 cannot be accepted without the tree counting.
Therefore, State Government may either replace the 9 ha VDF area and 33 ha MDF area
with some other area suitable for CA or submit the enumeration list of trees falling in
CA area.

2- In reply to point No. 02, Nodal Officer has mentioned that 2.067 ha area falls in Govind
WLS however, as per the letter dt. 17.04.20210f Deputy Director, Govind WLS, 22.067
ha area falls in Govind WLS. State Government may submit the clarification and
provide the correct information in this regard.
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
