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The area in the village-wise break-up at para B 2.3 is shown as 5.803 ha instead of 6.953
ha which is required to be corrected.

Existing road network is not shown on the KML. State Government is requested to
upload the KML file of the proposed after marking existing road network.

State Government is also requested to provide the details regarding population of each
village and its distance from the nearest road .

The cost benefit analysis has not been provided in online Part | at designated column in
prescribed format. The C/B analysis found submitted in the hard copy of the proposal is
in old format. The State Government is requested to provide the Cost Benefit analysis in
prescribed format.

The tree enumeration has been done with 9m width therefore the revised enumeration
for 7m is required to be submitted. Further the details of saplings (0-10) are appear to be
missing in counting, the same must be include in the enumeration.

The details of tree enumeration for muck dumping sites is requested to be submitted
separately.
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7) The DSS analysis of the CA area shows that in Patch Number 2 the 9 ha area is MDF and
not found suitable for planting trees @1000 trees per hectare. Further in this patch the
proposed road is also passing which may surely be reduce the availability of area for
plantations. The State Government is requested to replace this area with some other area

suitable for plantation and upload the revised KML file, maps, CA scheme and suitability
certificate accordingly.
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
