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1- The construction of road beyond Point No. 25 (as per digital map of proposed road) is not
required as the next tok “Badi Bhitarli” is already connected from another side ie.
Kimadi and bridal path distance is approx. 500m.

2- The alignment of the road from Purukul (starting point) to Kandiyara village (point No.
11 as per digital map) is required for re-assessment as the bridal path seems more
suitable. The proposed alignment from Purukul (starting point) to Kandiyara (point No.
11 as per digital map) requires geological study again from reputed institute as it is
cutting the steep slope.
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
